The role of women in Ukraine has become increas-
ingly in flux within the context of the war. Women
in the Ukrainian diaspora have played an outsized
role in organizing protest movements and the
intake of Ukrainian refugees. In a discussion with
our partner organization, Vitsche, we will discuss
how their movement came to be and how they see
the role of women in Ukrainian culture as chang-
